
The following are steps for Block demarcation if it is notified by field book by staff.

A. Office work before survey:-  
1.  Distribute the notifications and maps to all field staff in English after translation if required.

2. Get the block mapped from bearing and distance (if there) in office by software like Customized Arc GIS Server / AutoCAD / Arc GIS and see general shape and area, closing error etc., 

B. Field work:-

1. Identify first pillar / Intermediate distinct pillar like village bijunction etc.
2. If not possible identify intermediate pillar numbers taking bearing and distance between them and comparing with notification.
3. Get magnetic bearing change (in various periods) in the division from existing pillars using chain and compass after comparing with notified bearings.   
4. By e-trex -10 project pillar to pillar by bearing and distance and search the pillars. After that take actual lat-long in etrex-10 in GPS – GLONASS mode in WGS 84 datum in decimal degrees in the centre of existing pillar.
5. If pillars are missing use chain and compass (use revised bearing) and get the missing pillar points and take lat-long by e-trex-10.Complete the work as per notification only. Establish a cairn at missing pillars.
6. If there is a typographical / survey error found in field by presence of old pillar/ cairn, adjust suitably and record this for reporting to DFO/CF. The matter need be referred to PCCF and Government for errata in notification if required.

7. Intermediate fixed points like village bijunction / trijunction etc., need be used for check and reduction of error.
